Confirmation Year 2

When you are baptized, the priest says the name chosen for you by your parents. However, when
you are confirmed, you get to choose a “Confirmation Saint.” This saint is a special patron saint
which you have chosen to be a special protector and guardian over your life. This is the saint in
which you will write this report.

1. Fill in the outline first. This will be your guide when you
write your report.
2. Saint Report should be TYPED and minimum of 1 page.
Do your best to write a complete report.
3. Include a cover page with
a. Your name
b. A picture of your saint.
c. Date of birth and death (if available).
d. Place of birth
4. Reports must be handed in person, stapled to your
outline.
